Charge to the Purecoat Committee

Background:
The Purecoat Committee was established by the Board of Selectmen to investigate and recommend strategies toward elimination of public safety and health hazards and public nuisances (e.g., noise and odors) resulting from the operations of Purecoat North, LLC (formerly known as Cambridge Plating). It is a temporary committee.

Composition:  The Committee is comprised of nine (9) voting members, appointed by the Selectmen, including persons with expertise in the following areas: real estate development and zoning, environmental engineering and remediation, financial/economic analysis, the neighborhood, and environmental law.  

Responsibilities:  It shall be the responsibility of the Commission to:

· Consider alternative uses for the Purecoat property that would be better for the owners, the neighbors and the town.  This will require: 
1) Understanding the value of the property for Purecoat;

2) Considering alternative uses on the site that could yield greater net benefits to the owners, the town and the neighborhoods; and

3) Identifying major challenges involved in moving to alternative uses.

· Consider changes in state environmental and nuisances regulations to provide better protection for Purecoat’s neighbors.  Note:  Enforcement of existing regulations per se would be beyond the scope of the committee’s work.
· Seek the Board’s authorization to expend funds and utilize Town resources to support its efforts.

· Report to the Board of Selectmen not later than June 30, 2005 of its recommendations.
Process: All meetings of the committee or any subcommittees shall be public meetings and the owners and neighbors who provide e-mail addresses shall receive advance notice of the meetings.
