Town of Belmont B Street Affordable Housing Development 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
(February 12, 2004)
The 2003 Special Town Meeting approved the disposition of municipal owned property on B Street for affordable housing.  The parcel is located at the end of B Street abutting the Town Yards and the MBTA railroad tracks.  The property was originally slated for use by the Town’s Water Department, but has remained unimproved for nearly 100 years. 

The project consisted of constructing two duplexes for three (3) units of affordable housing and one (1) market rate unit.  The property was divided into two (2) lots, one on each side of the cul-de-sac, thereby allowing the construction of a duplex on each lot (two (2) units per lot).  
The units contain three (3) bedrooms and 1-1/2 bathrooms.  The duplexes are in-line with and in similar scale to the existing dwellings on the street and reflect the character of the neighborhood.  One of the affordable units is handicapped accessible.  Each affordable units also carries a deed restriction that will maintain affordability in perpetuity, yet allow for the homeowner to realize a modest appreciation. 

Funding for this project was provided through the Town’s HOME funds allocation from Program Year ’03, ’04, and ‘05.  Besides the donation of the land, additional funding was not be provided by the Town.
