SPECIAL PERMIT SIGN PROCESS
(As of September 19, 2006) 

1. Special Permit for Signs is required for – 

1. More than one wall mounted sign (§5.2.4 b) 1) – Attached Signs)

2. Free-Standing signs (§5.2.4 b) 3) – Standing Signs)

2. Planning Board is the Special Permit Granting Authority (SPGA) – amended at the 2006 Annual Town Meeting

3. Application Process

a. Applicant submits sign application for review and permitting

b. Building Inspector conducts the initial review – 

i. Certain signs are allowed by-right

ii. If it requires a Special Permit than it is forwarded to the Planning Board

c. Special Permit process is the same as any other Special Permit – notice to abutters, publish in newspaper, public hearing, etc. 

d. Zoning By-law requires renewal every 5 years
