Trash Collection Schedule

Trash is collected EVERY week and should be placed at the curb by 7:00an

Denotes EVERY OTHER WEEK yard waste pick-up.

Denotes WEEKLY yard waste pick-up.

A scheduled holiday postpones collection for that day until
the next day. Collection for all days remaining in that week will be delayed one day

Recycling Collection Schedule

Recycling bins are collected very other week on your
reqular trash pick-up day. Green Bins are collected during

the weeks shaded in GREEN and blue are collected during

the weeks shaded in BLUE on the calendar below.
Place all bins at the curb by 7:00am.
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+ TRASH * YARD WASTE
Definition: Normal household trash and home furniture. Definition: Leaves, twigs, grass, weeds, flowers, wood chips, plants,

Packaged: Trash should be placed in bags or barrels no larger than 32
gallons or 50 pounds in weight. Furniture should be left intact.

Curbside Pickup: Normal household trash, including furniture should be
put out at the curb by 7:00am on collections days. Call (617) 993-2690 to
find out your collection day.

Not Accepted: D ue to various regulations, the following construction /
demolition materials are not accepted with trash. You must arrange for
disposal with a private company.

Residential waste oil (not mixed with anything else) may be brought to the
Highway Yard, C Street, weekdays 7am-11:30am and 12:30pm to 3:00pm.

Slates, Shingles

hedge & shrub prunings 1" or less in diameter and other easily raked
yard waste. No tree limbs or branches greater than 1" in diameter. No
food scraps, animal waste, trash of any kind, rocks, soil or plastic bags
are allowed.

Packaged: Place in 30 gallon biodegradable paper bags or barrels

marked with stickers no larger than 32 gallons or 50 pounds in weight.
Close bags by folding over only: no staples or tape.
Curbside Pickup: Material should be put out by 7am on collection days.
Yard waste is picked up every other week on your recycle day from
April 5, 2009 until October 22, 2009. Weekly fall yard waste collection
begins October 26, 2009 and ends on December 10, 2009. There is no
yard waste collection from December 11, 2009 through April 5, 2010.
Spring yard waste collection begins April 6, 2009 on your regular recycle
collection day.
Drop-off: Belmont residents can drop off leaves for composting from
October 26, 2009 until December 12, 2009 (weather permitting) at the
Transfer Station located at 1130 Concord Avenue (Excluding Holidays).
Hours: Monday - Friday 7:30am-11:30am and 12:30pm-3pm

Saturdays 8am-11:30am and 12:30pm-4:00pm




Limit: 5 Gallons per resident. Compost Bins: Compost bins are an alternative for disposing of yard,

or Television prior to pick up.

($15.00 each) are
collected at curbside & recycled on Thursdays by
appointment only. Call (617) 993-2690 by noon on
Wednesday to schedule a collection for next available

Thursday.
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
