Dear Town Meeting Member:

Please be advised of the following changes and notes that have been made to the Motions since the copies that were mailed out to the Members:

ANNUAL TOWN MEETING
· Article 6 will be taken up in the May session of Town Meeting along with Articles 3, 4, and 11.

· Article 12: The amounts and wording of the motions have been changed to reflect updated information from the MWRA on what the Town will be charged for these services in FY07. The motions now read as follows:
“That there be, and hereby is, appropriated the sum of $4,378,708 from the accounts classified as “Water Enterprise Fund”, pursuant to Chapter 44, Section 53F½ of the General Laws for water service, said sum to be expended under the direction of the Board of Selectmen, said appropriation to be funded by a transfer from Retained Earnings of $215,161 and $4,313,547 from Water Revenues, less $150,000 in water indirect costs being appropriated under Article 3.”

“That there be, and hereby is, appropriated the sum of $5,483,953 from the accounts classified as “Sewer and Stormwater Enterprise Fund”, pursuant to Chapter 44, Section 53F½ of the General Laws for sewer and stormwater service, said sum to be expended under the direction of the Board of Selectmen, said appropriation to be funded by $5,603,953 of sewer revenues, less $120,000 in sewer indirect costs being appropriated under Article 3.”

· Article 23: Note - There is a typo in the Warrant in the explanatory paragraph at the end of the text of this article. The explanation reads “not more than one license for the sale of beer and wine”, but should read “not more than two licenses” to match the text of the article itself, which is correct.

· Article 25: The Conservation Commission, which had sponsored this article, has asked that this article be dismissed. The original motion has been replaced with a motion to dismiss.
· Article 27: The Board of Assessors, which had sponsored this article, has asked that this article be dismissed. The original motion has been replaced with a motion to dismiss.
SPECIAL TOWN MEETING

· Article 2: The text “the sum of $61,640 from other available funds to offset the cost of snow removal” has been changed to read “the sum of $53,035 from the town’s general insurance appropriation to offset the cost of snow removal” reflecting the finalized transfer proposal.
· Article 5: The amount in the first motion under this article has been changed from $700,000 to $811,000, reflecting a more accurate cost estimate.
· Article 6: The motion has been revised to clarify the source of funds and now reads as follows: “That there be, and hereby is, appropriated the sum of $197,000 for the installation of a redundant fiber optic network connecting the Town's buildings and facilities, said sum to be raised by transfer from Unreserved Fund Balance ("free cash") and expended under the direction of the Board of Selectmen.”
