Article 31.  Disability Access Commission 

31.1 There shall be a Disability Access Commission for the Town in accordance with Chapter 40, Section 8J of the General Laws which was accepted by the Annual Town Meeting of April 23, 1993.  

31.2 The Disability Access Commission shall consist of seven regular and two alternate members appointed by the Board of Selectmen.  A majority of the regular Commission members shall consist of people with disabilities, one member shall be a member of the immediate family of a person with a disability, and one member shall be an elected or appointed official of the Town.  Currently serving members shall continue to serve the remainder of their appointed terms and until new members are appointed and qualified pursuant to this bylaw.   Initial appointments of regular members pursuant to this bylaw shall be made so as to constitute a seven member Commission and to provide that the terms of approximately one third of the membership shall expire each year.  Of the four new members required to accomplish this, one member shall be appointed for a term of one year, and three members shall be appointed for term of three years. Of the initial alternate members appointed pursuant to this bylaw, one shall be appointed for a term of one year and one for a term of two years. Thereafter all appointments to the Commission shall be for a term of three years.

31.3 In the case of the absence, inability to act or conflict of interest of a regular member, or in the case of a vacancy on the Commission until the vacancy is filled in accordance with G.L. c. 40, §8J, the chairperson of the Commission may designate an alternate member to serve.  

31.4 The purpose of the Disability Access Commission shall be to provide for the full integration and participation of people with disabilities into the programs and services provided by the Town of Belmont.

31.5 The Disabilities Access Commission shall have all of the powers and duties of disability commissions established pursuant to G.L. c. 40, §8J.
