ARTICLE 1: Reports  
To hear the report of the Selectmen and other Town Officers.  To hear the report of any Committee heretofore appointed and to act 
thereon. 
 

This article allows the Board of Selectmen and other town officers, boards and committees to report orally to the 
Town Meeting on appropriate matters not otherwise appearing on the Warrant. This article stays "on the table" 
throughout the Special Town Meeting to allow town officials and committees to report when necessary.

ARTICLE 2: Authorization to Transfer Balances 
To see if the Town will authorize the transfer of certain balances on the Treasurer's books and Accountant's books. 
 

This article authorizes the transfer of balances to apply proceeds from the sale of cemetery lots toward the debt 
issued for cemetery construction.

ARTICLE 3:  Central Fire Station Proceeds 
To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Treasurer to apply proceeds received from the sale of the Central Fire Station toward 
reduction of the debt issue which was voted under Article 2 of the April 28, 2004 Special Town Meeting for the construction of the new 
Fire Stations, or in any way act thereon. 
 
This article seeks to allow the proceeds from the sale of the Central Fire Station to be applied toward the debt issued for construction of 
the new fire stations.
