CHAPERONE POLICIES: 
 All chaperones will receive a letter the Monday before the trip they are assigned to 

chaperone. If you are unable to chaperone please call and inform the Recreation 
Department (617) 993-2760. If you don’t hear from you by Friday at noon we expect 
you to be there Saturday night. 

 Chaperones do not have to ski. They will be given a complimentary pass as well as 
rentals if they chose. If you did not make it to the pre fit, you may stop by the rental 
shop at Nashoba Valley once the students are situated. 

 All chaperones must arrive at the large parking lot of Belmont High School by 
4:45pm on the night that they are chaperoning. 

 All chaperones must check in with Paul Graham for clipboard and bus assignment. 
 Two chaperones will be assigned to each bus, one must sit in the front, and one must 

sit in the back. 
 All chaperones are responsible for checking students in and out when they get onto 

the bus. 
 All chaperones are responsible for keeping order on the bus and for addressing any 

inappropriate behavior/language. 
 All chaperones are responsible for making sure the same students get back onto the 

bus at Nashoba at the end of the night. 
 NO CHAPERONE IS ALLOWED TO GIVE A STUDENT PERMISSION TO 

SWITCH BUSES.  
 All chaperones are responsible for handing in their clipboard to Paul Graham at the
